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A House of Prayer for the City

Leaning on God’s word, they have taken to heart Psalms 127:1, “Unless the Lord
builds the house, they labor in vain who build it, unless the Lord guards the city,
the watchmen keep awake in vain.” From it’s inception of 2 years, the founders
of the GTHOP have said, “Lord, have your way, establish your house of prayer
and may Jesus be glorified in it.”

Featured in the December issue of The Christian Reporter as a 24 / 7 center, the
Greater Toledo House of Prayer is presently holding 4 meetings per week. A
children’s meeting, known as “Kids Hop” is training up young children and
releasing them as worshippers.

The Friday “Night Watch” begins at midnight and is geared for intercession for
the city. When you attend, you will find meetings focus around the throne room
and intimacy with Jesus. The GTHOP believes that touching the heart of God is
the key that unlocks the door to His presence.

An invitation is set, calling intercessors, worshippers, musicians and Christian
based groups to prayerfully consider devoting 2 hours weekly to a worship and
prayer slot. The GTHOP declares at this time, “It is time for the Toledo
community of churches to unite together in a prayer furnace for the city. Building
a 24/7 worship and prayer center will change the spiritual atmosphere of the city.
It will allow the heavens to open to effect evangelism resulting in a bountiful
harvest to the lost. The church on her knees in true repentance, will lead to
revival that will transform a city and many cities transformed, will transform a
nation.”
